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Tip 1:   Er r or s Usin g “ M ysel f ”  
 

Rule: “Myself” is correctly used only when this word reflects back 
to the word I used earlier in the same sentence.  

  Correct:  I completed the project myself without assistance. 
        (myself reflects back to I used earlier in the same sentence) 

Review the examples below: 

   No:   Jack and myself will attend the meeting. 
            (myself does not reflect back to the word I used earlier) 

  Yes:   Jack and I will attend the meeting. 

   No:    The report that Jerry and myself wrote was sent today. 
             (myself does not reflect back to the word I used earlier) 
  Yes:   The report that Jerry and I wrote was sent today. 

Tip 2:  End a Sen tence w i th  a Pr eposi t i on?  
Rule: If a preposition at the end of a sentence is natural sounding, 
it’s okay to leave it there.  Rewording to eliminate a preposition at 
the end can result in a sentence that is too awkward. 
      Awkward:  He knows on which drive that file is stored. 
      Natural Sounding:  He knows which drive that file is stored on. 
Note:  If possible, the best choice is to reword so that the preposi-
tion at the end is eliminated and the result sounds natural. 
     Best:  He knows which drive contains that file.
